The Icelandic vikivaki and the vikivaki
games

The Icelandic division of Nofod that goes by the
special Icelandic name of Islenska dansfreedafélagid
has, for quite some time, been planning to make a film
of a reconstruction of the above mentioned dances and
dancegames. The vikivaki are very old songdances
and we have a written description, probably from about
1700, of how some games were played between the
dances. Sigridur Valgeirsdottir started work on
reconstructing the vikivaki dances and games many
years ago using the sources available and her
knowledge and experiense of earlier European dances.
The results of her work has been shown many times
but were last performed in the National Theater by the
Reykjavik Folk Dance Society in the year 1995. We
feel that the younger generations should be introduced
to this part of our heritage and a film would be the best
way to reach them.



The obstacle, as usual, is the financing of the film. The
city council of Reykjavik has already granted us some
money so have also various cultural funds, but a lot
more is needed. We will continue working on this
project and feel that such a film would also be of
interest to researchers in other Nordic countries.

Ett tviirvetenskapligt symposium om dans vid
Umed Universitet, 15 -17 oktober 2004

Under rubriken Rérelse - Kropp - Gestaltning framla-
des ett tjugotal foreldsningar och nagra forestdllningar.
Det var forskare fran olika &mnen och discipliner som
tillsammans med yrkesverksamma och intresserade
fran det breda dansfdltet samlades till nagra dagars
koncentrerat kunskapsutbyte med Umed universitet
som nationell moétesplats. Symposiets deltagare repre-
senterade dmnen som traditionellt dr uppdelade i till
exempel: Utdvande scenkonstnirer, dansvetare, etno-
loger, idéhistoriker, litteraturvetare, pedagoger, socio-
loger, drama-teater-filmvetare och dansterapeuter.
Aven representanter for den statliga kulturpolitiken
samt for olika dansinstitutioner fanns med pa deltagar-
listan. Arrangdrerna hade bemodat sig om att skapa en
dmnesmassig bredd som framholl och diskuterade
féltets manga perspektiv och utgangspunkter. Dock,
trots olikheter bestdende av ideologiska, konstnérliga,
teoretiska eller metodologiska skillnader sa tecknades
ett gemensamt filt som fokuserade pa kunskapandet
om och av kroppen, i rorelse och gestaltning. Nagra
teman var: Dansens koreografi, dansens politik samt
genus/queer perspektiv.

Under det sista decenniet har intresset for kroppen som
kélla till vetande skapat ett alltmer vittforgrenat nét-
verk mellan en mangfald konstnérliga och vetenskapli-
ga discipliner. Detta nya och véxande nétverk verkar i
sig sjélvt innebéra ett krackelerande av granserna mel-
lan konst och vetenskap. Som om sjédlva inforlivandet
av nya kroppsliga och teoretiska aspekter med omedel-
bar verkan bade problematiserar och berikar grunderna
for vad vi utifrdn olika idétraditioner kommit att
bendmna vetenskap respektive konstnédrskap. Symposi-
et blev i sig sjilvt en potentiell del av det vixande
nédtverk och dirmed det filt som kanske frimst kan
betecknas genom de fragestéllningar som pa nytt pro-
var sambanden mellan kropp, samhiélle och olika kun-
skapsformer.

Sammantaget formulerades en bild av ett félt dar krop-
pen star och kommer att std i hdndel-sernas centrum
och dédr den tycks utgora en skdrningspunkt dér méng-
der av fragor korsas. Fragor som beror samhiélle - indi-
vid, datid - nutid - framtid, kontext - tradition mottes

alla i ett bade griansoverskridande och provande me-
ningsskapande. Ibland tydliggjordes kroppen som in-
bidddad och avldst i lager av ord och metaforer vilka
alla &r uttryck for skiftande sammanhang som ldper
eller 16pt genom historien. Men ibland utgjorde krop-
pen sjélvt, i dans och rorelse, ett gestaltande vetande
som béde reproducerar de i tiden mojliga samman-
hangen samtidigt som den oavlatligen tycks vara inbe-
gripen i att skapa ny mening.

I gruppen inbjudare och arrangérer for symposiet vid
Umed Universitet finns anknytning till Dans i Vister-
botten respektive dansutbildningen i ldnet, liksom till
ett antal universitetsimnen. Per Ringby, professor vid
Institutionen for litteraturvetenskap och nordiska sprak
var ledande i gruppen.

Handlingsprogram for svensk dans

Regeringen har gett Kulturradet i uppdrag att utarbeta
ett handlingsprogram for den professionella dansen i
Sverige. Kulturradet har utsitt sin handlidggare for
dansfrdgor — Wiweka Hallberg — till projektledare.
Foljande ar taget ur direktiven:

”Handlingsprogrammet ska omfatta hela dansomréadet
vilket kan spénna Gver flera samhéllssektorer, exem-
pelvis kultur, utbildning och arbetsmarknad. Kulturra-
det kan ocksa lamna forslag pa konkreta atgérder inom
olika politikomréde. Roll och ansvarsfordelningen pa
dansomradet mellan staten, landstingen och kommu-
nerna skall uppmérksammas sdrskilt. Forslag som
innebér kostnader for staten skall medfdljas av forslag
pa finansiering och rymmas inom befintliga utgiftsra-
mar for statsbudgeten.”

Wiweka Hallberg har varit ute bland omrédets olika
aktorer och lyssnat pd deras behov och synpunkter.
Resultatet har inom dansomrédet blivit att manga dan-
sare och koreografer har engagerat sig och nya diskus-
sionsgrupper som normalt inte trdffas har uppstatt — allt
i mening att driva de aktivas visioner och idéer om
dansomradet framét. Det har dock varit mycket kort
om tid for arbetet med handlingsprogrammet och redan
1 december i ar ska Wiweka Hallberg ldmna in forsla-
get. Dokumentet kommer ha stor betydelse for dans-
omrédet for en lang tid framdver och vi véntar alla med
spanning pé detta.
